     I noticed her right away as I entered the tent meeting a Wednesday night in the town of Hanamaulu on the island of Kauai.  She was in a wheelchair with a cast on her leg. I could tell that this little girl was deeply troubled and cast down, so sad it seemed.  Her name was Hannah Hope Taogoshi and she was 8 years old.  Her mom was Gloria and she sat across the aisle and you could feel the pain in her heart also.  At the close of the service, Gloria wheeled Hannah to the front for prayer.
     I was to find out later that Hannah Hope had suffered incredible emotional and physical abuse in her life.  She lived with her mom in difficult circumstances in a rough section of the island.  Not only that but months before a 12 year old boy purposely ran into her on his bicycle, leaving her in the street.  She not only had a broken leg, but a serious back injury.  Along with that a brain injury after hitting her head and was suffering from vertigo and had to crawl to get around because she was dizzy and on top of that suffered tremendously with pain.  She was going to physical therapy twice a week and was psychologically damaged because of the life she had experienced and the trauma of the accident.
     I did not know all of this.  I just thought it was a broken leg and pain.  As we joined together and as I had some youth and young adults announce that this does not exist in heaven and it will not exist in Hannah, all the pain left her body.  She did not want to try to walk so I told her mother to attempt it when she got home, I was convinced she would. As I walked away to pray for somone else, I heard weeping and a commotion behind me.  Hannah and her mom were about 4 feet away from the wheelchair and she was putting her weight on the bad leg.  Gloria was shouting,"she couldn't do this", the youth that prayed were weeping and as she took steps, all of a sudden she took off running all around the tent!  People were stunned and Hannah was laughing and running non-stop.  She came in a half hour later and I suggested to the mom that perhaps she does not need the cast anymore and along with others got the cast off and Hannah took off running again.  She came back in and stomped her foot and jumped up and down, laughing and her whole countenance was changed.  She had not just been physically touched but emotionally and spiritually as well.
     Gloria and Hannah testfied the next night at another church and when Hannah went back to the doctor and the physical therapist, they saw absolutely no evidence of any brain injury, back injury, vertigo or broken leg.  Hannah Hope Taogoshi was healed and they knew it was a miracle.
     Her mother says the change in her daughter is astounding and Hannah said to her mom, "I know Jesus loves me
