Thou Hast Had Five Husbands

     The man said that would be fine and a number of details were spoken to which the man nodded that they were all true.  The last one gave his job description as a supervisor over a group of people and the father asked him at that point what he did for a living and the man replied that he was exactly that.  Then right there he gave his heart to Jesus Christ and was baptized in the Holy Spirit.  He then described how the presence of God had touched him and he felt so light as the weight of sin lifted off his life.
     It all began with words of knowledge, the release of God's personal care to a lost man, miles away from home, sitting on a bench downtown Papeete.
